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[image: ]The Rapid Site Exploitation – RāSE™ training course offers first responders the skills and knowledge necessary to forensically exploit crime scenes that would not otherwise be processed due to policy restraints, restrictions due to limited personnel, time, higher priority calls, or adverse weather conditions. RāSE is unique among other crime scene or evidence collection training programs.  It is designed to teach first responders how to successfully find and exploit evidence typically overlooked at minor property crimes.

The vast majority of crimes committed are considered misdemeanor property crime.  These “minor” crimes often lead to more serious crimes.  A series of car vandalisms may initially appear insignificant, but collectively could be a telling clue that leads to the dismantlement of an organized criminal enterprise within the community.  Minor crime is rarely committed in isolation, and it supports drug users and other transactional crime.

These are critical pieces of information for establishing an understanding of the human beings who are committing the crimes and those who support their activities.  Minor crime nearly always leads to more serious crime unless something happens to interrupt the development of these apprentice criminals.

[image: ]RāSE is based upon a proven training program first developed for the Department of Defense, to teach the skills and knowledge needed to collect fingerprints and other human signatures from the battlefield, bombing scenes, and other locations where time available is very limited.  RāSE has been built upon the strengths and lessons learned from the military program, and adapted to the specific requirements of law enforcement and security personnel who respond to calls for service where a detective or crime scene investigator is not available, or the call does not meet the requirements for calling out more specialized personnel to investigate crimes such as minor thefts, burglaries, vehicle prowls, theft recoveries and other routine property crimes.
[image: ]RāSE is Part Method, Part Skill, and Part Attitude™.  We teach you the skills and methods, and show you the attitude that gets it done in 10 minutes or less.  The RāSE methods and skills can be applied to a variety of crime scenes.  The goal is to document and then recover latent fingerprints and other signatures, quickly, and then prepare the recovered signatures for submission to a crime lab or a database, thus increasing the opportunity to identify the perpetrator(s).  Crime scenes that are not processed for physical evidence are rarely solved.  Targeted, expedient crime scene processing will increase the odds of solving the crime from zero to better than zero.  The criminals that are prosecuted as a result will take notice, but so will your citizens, elected officials, and other decision-makers who affect your budget and your reputation.

RāSE is scenario-based training.  This is NOT Death by PowerPoint® or monotonous classroom instruction.  You learn by doing, and doing it again.  Scenarios are based upon real-world situations and under time restrictions. The program is modular and can be adapted to your unique conditions, or training needs.

The RāSE 2-Day Program of Instruction is designed to teach experienced police patrol officers, sheriff’s deputies, and first line security personnel, how to assess, prioritize, photograph, and process minor property crimes for latent prints and other trace evidence, in 10 minutes or less.

· Rapidly identify areas of a crime scene conducive to the collection of latent prints
· Visually document crime scenes using a digital camera
· Select the appropriate tools and methods to develop, photograph and collect latent prints from non-transportable items
